Project status

Initial work on the Lake Cargelligo embankment
upgrade has been achieved, with prioritised
activities to improve the safety of the C2 and C3
embankment structures complete. This work
included earthworks, stabilisation and drainage
and pipe installation af priority areas.

WaterNSW is now reviewing design and
methodologyimprovement options, aimed at
reducing cost, making the construction process
more efficient, and identifying alternate supply
and material options, before progressing to the
next phase of the project.

Works are on hold while the project review is
underway allowing the lake to increase from its
current level of 75% to full capacity (100%) for the
remainder of the irrigation season, benefitting
WaterNSW customers and the local community.

Work on the next phase of construction, is
expected to re-start later this year.

WaterNSW will keep the community and
customers informed as soon as the review of the
next phase of work is finalised, including
completion timings.

When complete, the project will ensure
embankment structures comply with modern
engineering standards and continue to function
effectively to meet current and future needs of
the local community and WaterNSW customers.

Some work will confinue during the review period
including meeting our Aboriginal Cultural Heritage
commitments and ongoing engagement with the
projects’ Registered Aboriginal Parties.
