Burrinjuck Dam is situated high in the mountains of the Great Dividing Range, near the headwaters of the
Murrumbidgee River, 60 km from Yass. Burrinjuck Road provides glimpses of the dam wall and spillway, but there
is no public access to the dam wall. Burrinjuck Waters State Park covers 75 ha and offers several vantage points
with panoramic views of the lake and foreshores.
